Issue at stake:
Who is the true King: Athaliah or Joash?

3rd REVIVAL Led by King Hezekiah 2 Kings 18
at the time of the siege of Jerusalem by the
forces of the King of Assyria.

Issue at stake:

Is the Lord God just one more God
among the many gods of the Gentile
nations?

Or is He the Unique, Transcendent, Lord
God?

4th REVIVAL Led by King Josiah 2 Kings 22
upon finding the Book of the Law in the
House of the Lord.

Issue at stake:

Will the nation repent and return to
obeying the Word of God and all its
commandments?
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
